


vulnerable to brain and nerve tissue
damage from organochlorine pesticides
and may suffer persistent behavioral
and learning disabilities.”* Here we
have the makings of attention deficit
disorders and other learning disabilities
if a child is born with the burden of one
or more organochlorine pesticide layers.

This list is certainly not meant to be
comprehensive. Rather, my intention is
to introduce the idea to homeopaths that
the pesticide miasms could be a
significant cause of many of today’s
chronic, and as yet poorly understood
illnesses, including cancer. I will offer
now three simple cases I've treated with
DDT. The first is a 47 year-old woman
who began having abdominal pain in
1990 that was misdiagnosed as IBS. It
was then discovered that she had
endometriosis, and after years of pain,
she underwent surgery in 1995. After
this, she remained pain-free for
approximately 6 months. The pain then
gradually began to return, and now she
is in pain “all the time.” On a pain scale
of 1-10, she’s always somewhere
between a 3-7. Her doctors are telling
her she will need either a second
surgery, a hysterectomy, or she will need
to take “strong male hormones”
(Danazol?). I saw her for the first time
in August 1997. Using AK (applied
kinesiology) I determined that she had
a DDT miasm that was the first layer
that required treatment. She received a
dose of DDT 200C that day. I saw her
for follow-up appointment 6 weeks later,
and she was beaming. “I realized one
day three weeks ago that I hadn’t had
any pain for a few days. I haven’t had
any pain for three weeks now!” Her last
period was painful, as usual, but
otherwise she had been fine. We all
know how challenging endometriosis is
to treat successfully. I consider it
nothing short of remarkable that this
woman received such complete relief
from chronic daily pain with only one
remedy, and in three weeks’ time. I think
this indicates the kind of help we can
give people if we begin to develop a
materia medica of the chemicals we have
used widely on the planet that are highly
toxic to life.

A second woman I saw recently came
in for PMS, “which is worse the past few
years.” For about a week premenstrually
“I cry at the drop of a hat, get upset
easily, feel quite vulnerable, and
everything is magnified.” Plus bloating
and acne. She is 30 years old, was raised
in Australia, and has had these
problems for “many years.” She also has

a history of endometriosis (currently
asymptomatic) and has had three
laparoscopies and one laparotomy to
remove endometrial adhesions “which
the surgeon said were everywhere, and
some were cricket-ball sized.” Again, this
woman showed a DDT layer which was
the first layer to be treated, with DDT
200C. The first day of her next
menstrual period, she was so amazed
she called me at home and left a message
on my answering machine. “I couldn’t
believe it! My period came today, and I
had NO PMS - I didn’t even realize it
was time for my period. It just came, and
Ifeel fine —isn’t it great?” Her next cycle
was also normal: “I feel so much stronger
emotionally now before my periods, not
so vulnerable.” Her long-term
premenstrual acne has also all but
disappeared.

A third patient is an extremely
healthy 51 year-old woman who first
came to see me for “these hot flashes,
which are really bothering me — I get at
least 20 of them a day.” Her LMP was in
February 1997, and this visit occured in
late May. At this time, I determined,
again using AK, that her first layer was
a syphilitic miasm. She received one
dose of Merc-dulc 200C, and within a
week her hot flashes had completely
abated. But on September 3 I heard from
her once again: “My hot flashes are back
— they’ve been slowly increasing for
about three weeks now.” Since the
syphilitic layer had been cleared (this I
made sure of, using AK) another miasm
had to be affecting her hormonal
balance. I determined that this time she
needed treatment for a DDT miasm. She
left the office with a vial of DDT 200C.
On October 8 she phoned me to report
that “by the fourth day after the remedy
my hot flashes were gone. I haven’t had
one since then.”

I realize, of course, that we like to
wait and watch a case for at least one
year before we consider a remedy to have
really cured. The cases above certainly
do not meet that high standard, but I
prefer to present this preliminary
information to other practictioners now,
so we can begin to help people who have
chemical miasms — especially the
staggering number of people (and
animals) who have multiple toxic
chemical layers.

I would also like to add a few words
of caution as a postscript. From my
preliminary work on the pesticide
miasms in clinical practice, it is
essential to use the exact vibrational
remedy that is needed to clear the
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miasm. In other words, all the
organochlorine pesticide miasms will
produce very similar symptoms. But
homeopathic DDT will not clear a
chlordane miasm, for example. Also, if
DDT 200C or 1M is given by mistake
out of sequence, a nasty aggravation
occurs that seems to throw the patient
into a state of overwhelming fatigue, and
inability to accomplish even the simplest
of daily chores. I inadvertently caused
this scenario several times early on in
my experiments with these remedies.
Needless to say, this is not a fun
situation, and it is quite frightening to
the client. So it is necessary to be very
careful in prescribing these remedies, as
it is with any of our remedies, so we do
not cause unnecessary suffering. A small
silver lining in the application of
homeopathic DDT: indulgences of coffee
seem to affect it not in the least; in fact,
in terms of antidoting in general, it
appears to be close to indestructible!
